So, an effective course can play an important role in
training physicians to communicate with grieving
patients. It will help them maintain some control over
their own emotions which will in turns help them handle
death notifications better.

In conclusion, since as research shows, participation in
courses for developing death notification skills increases
the rate of successful notifications, those courses should
be offered during the course of a medical degree. So, pre-
death care and post-death care can be done in a more
professional way. Thus, performing death notification is
one of the important issues in hospitals and it is one of
the important bioethical procedures which especially
requires logical, emotional, behavioral, ethical and
educational approach. Additionally, since other
bioethical procedures have similar many components,
integrating effective courses during the medical
education also would be beneficial for them. Therefore,
if we pay more attention to educational aspect of
bioethics, procedures can be more effective, and the
health care workers can be more understanding and
successful when they perform procedures.
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Is capital punishment a deterrent to a crime?
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Capital punishment has been used in almost every part of
the world and has been practiced by most societies, as a
punishment for criminals, and political or religious
dissidents. Historically, the carrying out of the death
sentence was often accompanied by torture and
executions were most often public. But in the last few
decades many countries have abolished it.

According to Amnesty International, at the end of 2017,
106 countries had abolished the death penalty in law for
all crimes and 142 countries had abolished the death
penalty in law or practice. But in modern times, the death
penalty as the highest type of punishment in the law
system of nearly 52 countries of the world is in effect and
each year this punishment is applied to thousands of
people.

World experience and crime statistics shows that there
are not any decrease about score of felony in these
counties which maintains capital punishment than
already have eliminated execution, contrarily.

According to almost all the philosophies of religions and
nations creator has called into being human and only he
can take back his right to life. The right to life is a moral
principle based on the belief that a human being has
the right to live and in particular, should not be killed by
another human being. Even if punishment implemented
by states, courts, judges, rulers that does not change the
fact that capital punishment is still murder and immoral.

Some scholars argue that reasons to abolish the death
penalty: is irreversible and mistakes happen, does not
deter crime, is often used within skewed justice
systems, is discriminatory, is used as a political tool.
There are many problems and mistakes about impose and
fulfillment of death sentences and we can find a lot of
examples for it in world experience. But some states,
lawyers and philosophers support to keeping capital
punishment as a penalty and they have also compelling
and trenchant arguments.

Howsoever, we would need to amend regulations to
replace the death penalty with other punishments. So if
state apply the capital punishment it will repeat the same
crime, it also divestment right to life.

The wrong death penalty is a deficiency of judgment, not
punishment. Other penalties can also be misused. How
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ethical is this? It is true that can not come back from the
death. But will it be possible to return from another
punishment?

Punishment is also a part of the system of national and
spiritual values of society as a preventive, prophylactic
measure. Earlier, death penalty was imposed to fake
money makers destroying the economic system of
society, to fortune-tellers devastating religious postulates
and values. The penalty must be in line with the current
state of society, in line with the moral-ethical concepts of
people for a specific period of time.

Penalty is a philosophical-ethical category, so it should
be properly interpreted and applied. Otherwise it will be
fictional and can not perform its social and legal function.

Querr Bireylerin Denklemin Neresinde?

“My Child” cinsel yonelimi toplum genelinden farkli
olan bireylerin, 0zellikle trans bireylerin yasadiklarinin
anne ve babalar1 tarafindan aktarildigi belgesel
niteliginde bir film. Filmin yonetmenligini Can Candan
istlenmisken oyuncular cinsiyet gecis ya da cinsiyet
uyum silirecinden gegmis trans Dbireylerin anne
babalaridir. Bir doktor adayi olarak toplumun trans
bireylere bakisini sorgulamama neden olan bu film
olduk¢a diiglindiiriicii bazi sorunlar igermektedir. Bu
yazinin yazilma amaci, toplumdaki ‘trans’ algisii
degistirmek ve yanliglar1 gostermek lizere tasarlanmis
olan “My Child” filmindeki etik sorunlara dikkat
cekmektir.

Filmde transeksiialitenin bir gecis evresi, diizeltilmesi
gereken bir sorun ve hatta saklanmasi gereken bir
bozukluk olarak goriilmesi ve bazi ailelerin ¢ocuklarini
anlamak  yerine onlar1  elestirdikleri  {izerinde
durulmustur. Gilinlimiizde o6zellikle toplumun yeteri
kadar bilgilendirilmemesi nedeniyle cinsiyet kimligi
kavraminin ne oldugu dogru ifade edilememektedir. Bu
nedenle toplum normlarinin disinda yer alan cinsiyet
kimliklerine sahip olan bireyler kendilerini ifade etmekte
giiclik yasamaktadirlar. Kendilerini yeterince ifade
edemedikleri icin trans bireylere uygulanan ayrimcilik
durdurulamiyor; tip alaninda da ayrimcilik yasandigi
“My Child” filminde goriilebilir.

Filmde bir trans bireyin babasi, “Bdyle bir sey (translik)
oldugunu  bilmiyordum. Boyle biri is icin bana
basvursaydi onu ise almazdim. Cocugumun boyle (trans

birey) oldugunu ogrendikten sonra ne oldugunu
ogrendim” diyor. Bu ifade ailelerin cinsiyet kimligi
konusunda bilgi sahibi olmadiklarint gostermektedir.
Diger yandan, cinsel yonelimi toplum genelinden farkli
olan bireylerin varligini bile bilmeyen veya onlari incitici
lakaplarla damgalayan insanlarin oldugunu
gostermektedir. Kendilerini “queer” olarak tanimlayan
bazi bireyler toplumdaki belirli 6nyargilarla ylizlesmek
durumunda kalmaktadirlar. Yasadiklar1 baz1 problemler
su sekilde siralanabilir: is bulmak, cinsiyet kimliklerini
saklamak zorunda kalmak, fiziksel ve psikolojik siddet
gormek, nefret sdylemine maruz kalmak gibi.

Ailesi tarafindan desteklenmeyen ve hatta utan¢ duyulan
bir ‘durumu’ oldugu iddia edilen queer bireyler, ¢esitli
zorluklarla karsilastiklart goriilmektedir. Belgeselde,
hayatlarinin biiyiik bir boliimiinde baski altinda tutulmus,
kendilerini ifade etme olanaklar1 ellerinden alinmis
karakterlerin hayat hikayelerine taniklik edilebilir.
Filmde trans bireylerden birinin annesi “Biz bu durum
(translik) gecer sanmustik. On yil boyunca sakladik”
derken baska bir anne “Biz durumu (transhigi)
komsulardan saklayarak idare ettik” diyerek transligin
saklanmasi ve iizeri Ortiilmesi gereken dogal olmayan bir
‘siire¢’ oldugunu ifade etmislerdir. Bu saklama
sathasinda trans bireylere toplumca kabul edilen
‘geleneksel cinsiyetlerine’ yani toplumun kabul ettigi
cinsiyet normlarina donmeleri telkin edilmistir.

Filmde gosterilen bir diger sorun; cinsel yonelimi
toplumun kabul ettigi cinsiyet normlarindan farkli
olmasi, anne ve babanin en az bir atasinda bu ‘durumun’
goriilmesi ile iliskilendirilmesidir. Trans bireylerden
birinin babaannesi, “O hastalik (transhik) mutlaka o
kadimin (trans bireyin annesi) soyundan gelmis olmali.
Bizde hi¢ gériilmedi. Bizim soyumuzda boyle bir hastalik
yok. Bizden ge¢mis olamaz”, demistir. Bu ifade,
toplumun genel kanaatini ifade etmektedir.

“My Child” filmindeki en can alic1 noktalardan biri; trans
bireylerin ¢ocukken yasitlarinca ayrimciliga ugramalar
ve ailelerinin onlar1 hissettikleri/ait olduklart cinsiyet
yerine dogduklar1 biyolojik cinsiyetle (kiz-erkek)
ozlesen dzellikleri gdstermeye zorlamalaridir. Ornegin,
biyolojik cinsiyeti kiz olarak dogan bireyler, ailelerince
etek giymeye, saclarimi uzatip toplamaya ve ‘kizsal’
davranmaya; biyolojik cinsiyeti erkek olarak dogan
bireyler ise diger erkeklerle oynamaya, ‘kizsal’
davraniglardan uzak durmaya zorlandiklar
goriilmektedir. Aileler bunu yaparak daha kiigiik
yaslarda bu bireylerin kendilerini ifade haklarim
ellerinden almis olabilirler. Bunun yani sira, filmde bazi
aileler; diger ¢ocuklarin kendi g¢ocuklariyla oynamak
istemediklerini, onlart oyunlarina kabul etmeyip
“baskalariyla oyna!” dediklerini ve onlart disladiklarini
vurgulamiglardir.  Cocuklarin bu davraniglari, trans
bireylerde kendilerine olan giivenlerini zedeleyen izler
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
